As concepts and applications 
of informatics are emerging in all aspects of practice, all nurses must 
be adequately prepared to actively participate in the transformational 
agenda. With the advent of social media and the Web 2.0, the impetus 
for nurses to become cognizant and competent in using collaborative 
and networking tools to establish relationships with clients and other 
professionals is growing. The CNIA Conference will be valuable to nurses 
working in a variety of roles and settings. The Theme of this Conference 
is “Nurse 2.0″ with a focus on how Web 2.0 and social media, as well 
as other technological means of collaboration, networking, innovation, 
and global awareness and initiatives impact on the practice of nursing 
in Canada.

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Conference Tracks
Proposals
Individuals who wish to participate at Nursing 2.0 are welcome to submit 
proposals to the Program Committee. Each proposal must address one of 
the conference tracks. Multiple proposals are welcome.

Engaging the Health Care Consumer:
The access to information and social interactions with the health care team 
and consumers of health care services are changing how nurses interact 
with the team and their patients and clients.  Papers in this track will highlight 
innovation in the use of informatics and/or IT systems in areas outside of the 
usual delivery systems and/or in the community.

Nursing and eHealth:
Implementing and integrating large clinical and EHR systems is a challenging 
endeavour.  Papers in this track will explore concepts and challenges such 
as change management, user engagement, process redesign, and systems 
integration, clinical workflow, human interface etc with a particular focus on 
collaboration, networking, and the use of Web 2.0 applications.

Evidence Based Practice – Measuring the Value:
Measuring and quantifying the overall value of informatics interventions 
including the use of social media and networking applications can be difficult.  
Papers in this track will highlight methods used to evaluate the effectiveness 
of interventions. Areas of evaluation may include, but are not limited to:  
networking challenges, health outcomes, patient safety, error reduction, 
quality,  decision support, productivity, patient and employee satisfaction, and 
teamwork.

Preparing Nurses Across the Continuum:
From entry to practice through to advanced degrees, education and 
support are vital for increasing informatics knowledge and capacity in the 
nursing workforce.  Papers in this track will examine how informatics skills 
and knowledge are being transferred to nursing students, nurses in practice 
and beyond. Particular emphasis on the use of social media, e-learning, 
networking, mentorship, and teaching the new generations is encouraged.
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Submission Details
Proposal Requirements
	 1.	 Proposal must be a minimum of 200 words to a maximum of 250 words in 		
	 length.

	 2.	 Font size/type: 12pt, Times New Roman
	 3.	 Must provide a concise overview of the information to be presented.
	 4.	 Proposal(s) must address one or more of the Conference topics listed in the 		
	 track descriptions. 

The following must also be submitted with the proposal:
	 a.	 Completed proposal cover form (enclosed) including name, title, organization, 		
	 address, telephone/facsimile numbers and e-mail address.

	 b.	 A brief 50-100 word narrative biography of the presenter(s).

NOTE:	 Proposals that do not meet the requirements will not be forwarded for review. 
Submissions from consultants and vendors will only be considered if they are do not 
promote products or services. 

Session Formats	
Concurrent Sessions
Concurrent sessions are organized into 60 and 90-minute time blocks with 2-3 
papers per session. Each paper is allotted 30 minutes in length and should include 
10 minutes for Q&A. Concurrent sessions are limited to two (2) presenters.

Panel Discussions
Panel discussions are limited to one (1) chairperson/moderator and three (3) 
presenters. Sessions are 1 hour in length and should include 15 minutes for Q&A.

Poster Presentations
The objective of the poster presentation is to provide presenter with an opportunity to 
share  relevant research or experience with Conference delegates in a poster format. 
Proposals not accepted for Concurrent Session or Panel Discussion may be invited 
to submit the content in Poster Presentation format.

The Program Committee will consider the format for presentation requested on the 
proposal cover form but reserves the right to reassign and restrict the presentation of 
accepted proposals to any one of the mentioned formats.
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Submission Details
Proposal Acceptance Process
The proposals will be evaluated by the Program Committee. The selection 
process will be based on the following criteria:

	 a. 	The proposed presentation is aligned with the tracks identified.
	b.	The content of the proposed presentation provides new insights and/or 		
	 knowledge.

	 c.	 The proposed presentation has concise information explaining what will 		
	 be addressed.

	d.	The proposed presentation is innovative.
	 e.	 The proposed presentation will be of significant interest to conference 		
	 delegates.

The Program Committee will finalize its concurrent session selections in mid 
September. All those who have made submissions will be notified of the 
Committee’s decision by September 23rd 2009.
